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CDI 2:T Progress Report for Trisha Lang

Introduction

The Children’s Depression Inventory 2nd Edition™: Teacher (CDI 2:T) assesses the presence and severity
of depressive symptoms in children aged 7—17 years as observed by teachers. When used in combination
with other information, results from the CDI 2:T can help to better understand a child and guide intervention
decisions. This report combines the results of up to four CDI 2:T administrations to help the user interpret
changes in reported depressive symptoms that have occurred over time. Please note that this Progress
Report is intended to provide an overview of how scores have changed over time. For detailed information
about any given administration, please refer to the CDI 2:T Assessment Reports. Please see the CD/ 2
Technical Manual (published by MHS) for additional interpretive information.

This report is an interpretive aid and should not be provided to parents, teachers, or children or used as the
sole basis for clinical diagnosis or intervention. Administrators are cautioned against drawing unsupported
interpretations. To obtain a comprehensive view of the child, information from this report should be
combined with information gathered from other psychometric tests, interviews, observations, and available
records. This report is based on an algorithm that produces the most common interpre (aiions of the scores
that have been obtained. Administrators should review the teacher’s responses to specific items to ensure
that these interpretations apply.

Administrations

The following table displays the CDI 2:T scores for each scale as well as any reliable changes in T-scores.
Differences are defined as “reliable” if they meet statistical criteria for reliable change (see theCDI 2
Technical Manual for more information). An “Increase” in a score indicates that the symptoms have become
notably more pronounced (i.e., the child’s problems have become more of a concern) across
administrations. A “Decrease” in a score indicates that the symptoms have become notably less pronounced
(i.e., the child’s problems have improved) across administrations. A designation of “No Change” indicates
that the amount of change across administrations did not meet statistical criteria for reliable change.

The following section-summarizas in o.ic < hal format the CDI 2:T scores as well as reliable changes in
scores across p7irs oi.adminis ons. An increase in scores indicates that problems have become notably
more pronouncad (i.e.-there are more reported concerns) across administrations. A decrease in scores

indicates that prc! 15 have become notably less pronounced (i.e., there are reported improvements)
across administrations.

Note: Elevated s -score = 65; Low/Average score = T-score < 65; T = T-score, Cl = Confidence
Interval.

The Total Score reflects the number and overall severity of depressive symptoms. Elevated scores were
obtained for Admin 1 (T = 88; 90% CI = 81-95) and Admin 2 (T = 66; 90% CI = 59-73). Low/average scores
were obtained for Admin 3 (T = 51; 90% CI = 44-58). Scores on this scale demonstrated a statistically
reliable decrease across: Admin 1 to Admin 3, Admin 1 to Admin 2, Admin 2 to Admin 3.

The Emotional Problems scale score reflects the teacher’s assessment of the child’s sadness, irritability,
fatigue, or loneliness. Elevated scores were obtained for Admin 1 (T = 90; 90% CI = 81-99) and Admin 2 (T
=73; 90% CI = 64-82). Low/average scores were obtained for Admin 3 (T = 55; 90% CI = 46-64). Scores on
this scale demonstrated a statistically reliable decrease across: Admin 1 to Admin 3, Admin 1 to Admin 2,
Admin 2 to Admin 3.

The Functional Problems scale score reflects the teacher’s assessment of the child’s functioning, including
worsening school performance, difficulty interacting with peers, and an impaired capacity to be cooperative
and to enjoy school activities. Elevated scores were obtained for Admin 1 (T = 70; 90% CIl = 62-78).
Low/average scores were obtained for Admin 2 (T = 58; 90% CI = 50-66) and Admin 3 (T = 49; 90% CI = 41-
57). Scores on this scale demonstrated a statistically reliable decrease across: Admin 1 to Admin 3, Admin 1
to Admin 2.
